Objectives

Samaritan objectives are -

· To enable people of any age who are experiencing feelings of distress or despair, including those who may be at risk of suicide, to receive confidential emotional support from appropriately trained Samaritans in order to improve their emotional health and to reduce the incidence of suicide.

· To promote a better understanding in society of suicide, suicidal behaviour and the value of expressing feelings which may otherwise lead to suicide or impaired emotional health. 

Values

Samaritan values are based on the following beliefs -
·  The importance of having the opportunity to explore difficult feelings.
·  That being listened to in confidence and accepted without prejudice, can alleviate despair and   

 suicidal feelings.
·  That everyone has the right to make fundamental decisions about their own life, including the  

 decision to die by suicide.
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
